We are to look around our community (demographics) to find unchurched segments that we could reach out to in some way. We are to develop a plan/process for reaching out to that group. At our fall conference we are to report on what group(s) we are targeting and how we are reaching them for Christ.  In this edition you will see a couple of ideas being put into place and we will soon see if they are truly God driven. We are taking a step of faith and offering a FREE Breakfast, which is open to the community, before church on the third Sunday of the month.  Maybe, if we feed them they will come.  Also, it has been on a couple of hearts to offer more to our school age children and we are starting an After School Program (Kids Klub) in September. We have a solid core of volunteers, but this will need lots of help if it is to be an ongoing program.  We have also seen the beginning of an additional women’s group that is targeting those ladies who are not involved in the regular UMW.   We have an interest in sponsoring s spiritually based weight loss program at the church. We are looking at a couple of possibilities for that program. We also need to reach out to the men and youth of our community. Maybe God has put it on your heart to reach out to a non-church segment of our community in some way. If God is nudging you in any of these or in some other direction, you need to surrender and listen to Him. He can do great things through you only if you acknowledge Him and then obey Him. Who knows what might happen if we truly stop and listen to His answers to our prayers. 

I will continue to share many ideas with you over the next couple of months as we continue to “Re-Think Church” for our community.  Let me hear your ideas, too.
